Pendekatan seperti ini hanya
memerlukan anda bertindak sebagai
pelapor di mana hanya kandungan
buku itu sahaja yang dilaporkan. Bab-
bab dan sedikit penjelasan tentang
buku tersebut diceritakan. Penulisan
dengan cara ini adalah yang paling
mudah dan cepat dilakukan kerana
hanya memaparkan isi-isi penting
sahaja. 
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  2. Pentafsiran
Penulisan cara begini paling banyak
digunakan apabila buku baharu ingin
diterbitkan dalam jurnal-jurnal
akademik. Pendekatan begini
memerlukan anda memahami
sebaiknya dan mengetahui bidang
sesuatu buku yang diulas itu. Seorang
ahli sains mampu mengulas buku-buku
dalam bidang sains lebih baik
berbanding ahli sastera. Pentafsiran
berkesan memerlukan pengulas
meletakkan buku tersebut dalam
konteks buku-buku lain yang sebaris
dengannya. Pengulas perlu
membincangkan kekuatan dan
kelemahan buku yang baharu itu
berbanding buku-buku yang lain
dengan tajuk yang lebih kurang sama
atau serupa. Ulasan dengan kaedah ini
banyak digunakan untuk buku
akademik dan separa akademik. Ulasan
seperti ini membantu menerangkan
kepentingan sesuatu buku itu dalam
konteks pembangunan sesuatu disiplin
ilmu. Dalam akademik, buku yang
baharu mestilah memberikan input
yang baru kepada peningkatan disiplin
ilmu. Buku yang tidak dapat membina
pemahaman pengamal disiplin akan
dianggap buku yang lemah dan penulis
buku itu dianggap tidak mampu
menguasai bidang itu dengan baik.
Penulis hendaklah mengkaji dan
menyelidik bahan terbaru yang boleh
diketengahkan agar penemuan ini
dapat disebar sebaik dan seluas yang
mungkin.

  3. Penghakiman 
Penulisan dengan pendekatan seperti
ini terletak antara kontinum laporan-
pentafsiran. Pengulas akan
menekankan keperluan untuk
membaca ataupun tidak sesuatu buku
itu. Pengulas juga tidak perlu
membandingkan buku tersebut dalam
konteks buku lain dalam bidang itu.
Penulisan seperti ini lebih mudah dan
sesuai bagi pembacaan semua
peringkat masyarakat. Pengulas
biasanya mengulas buku bukan
akademik seperti cerpen, novel,
pengetahuan am dan kanak-kanak.

Strategi Mengulas Buku

Beberapa langkah yang perlu untuk
mengulas buku dengan baik adalah:-

1.
Pembacaan keseluruhan buku adalah
sangat diperlukan sebelum mengulas
kandungan buku tersebut. Elakkan
membaca buku itu secara melompat-
lompat supaya anda dapat melihat
keseluruhan idea yang disampaikan
oleh penulis.

    2. Buat catatan penting
Ketika pembacaan dilakukan, pastikan
anda mencatat perkara penting di tepi
halaman buku. Ini adalah untuk
memudahkan rujukan semula dan
anda tidak perlu tercari-cari perkara
penting itu ketika penulisan dilakukan.

   3. Tentukan objektif penulis
Setiap penulis mempunyai objektif
tertentu semasa menulis buku. Anda
sebagai pengulas mesti memastikan
objektif itu tercapai atau sebaliknya.
Objektif dinyatakan daripada tajuk
dan prakata di dalam buku. Buku
seperti novel dan cerpen tidak
mempunyai prakata dan objektifnya
hanya ditafsirkan melalui tajuknya.
Objektif dan tajuk buku harus
dibandingkan dengan perkara penting
yang telah dicatatkan.

  4.Baca rencana ulasan lain yang      
 pelbagai
Membaca ulasan penulis yang lain
dapat membantu anda mengetahui
cara penghasilan ulasan yang baik.
Penulisan seperti ini dapat dilihat dan
dibaca di dalam akhbar dan majalah
tempatan yang menyediakan ruangan
khusus untuk tujuan tersebut.
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Isu alam sekitar sememangnya tidak pernah sunyi diperkatakan. Bermulanya
dengan persidangan  Stockholm di Sweden pada tahun 1972, usaha menanganinya
semakin mendapat perhatian masyarakat seantero dunia. Manusia semakin kerap
bersidang malah pelbagai protokol telah pun dihasilkan sebagai bukti solidariti
kecintaan terhadap alam sekitar. Namun sikap sebilangan manusia menyebabkan
isu alam sekitar ini seakan-akan tidak menemui titik noktahnya.
Pengeksploitasian alam kian berleluasa menjadikan flora dan fauna di ambang
kepupusan. Semakin hari bumi merintih keuzuran. Episod yang sama terus
berulang, seolah-olah manusia ini tidak memahami bahasa alam. Apakah kita
menantikan keajaiban? Masihkan ada sinar di hujung terowong yang panjang?

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Semenjak berlakunya revolusi industri
pada sekitar kurun ke 17 dan 18, dunia
dihidangkan dengan perubahan gaya
hidup yang drastik dalam kalangan
masyarakat. Manusia semakin mencari
kehidupan yang lebih selesa dan
sempurna. Realiti ini disokong hebat
dengan penemuan sains dan teknologi
menerusi penciptaan mesin yang
mampu melancarkan lagi urusan
kehidupan seharian. Selain mencari
keperluan asas demi kelangsungan
hidup, mereka juga gigih
memperjuangkan kehendak yang dapat
memenuhi idaman sanubari mereka.
Semakin masa beredar semakin rakus
penduduk bumi ini mengeksploitasi
sumber alam. Seakan tiada tangan yang
mampu menghalang, maka
bergeraklah mereka dengan megah di
sebalik justifikasi atas nama
pembangunan.

Golongan manusia seperti ini hanya
memikirkan laba yang bakal diperoleh.
Mereka tidak sempat berfikir tentang
kelestarian alam sekitar, survival flora
dan fauna, kemandirian habitat dan
seumpamanya. Lebih menyedihkan
lagi, golongan ini tidak langsung
mengetahui bahawa mereka
mempunyai tanggungjawab yang besar
terhadap bumi ini Mereka lupa setiap
kerosakan yang dilakukan itu pasti ada
impaknya kembali kepada mereka
nanti. Harini kita menyaksikan bumi
yang sekian lama senyap membisu
menahan derita akhirnya meluahkan
rintihannya kepada seluruh penduduk
bumi tanpa memilih siapa dan apa latar
belakangnya.

Apa yang berlaku itu adalah jawapan
terhadap kerosakan yang dibawa oleh
tangan-tangan manusia itu sendiri.
Seruan agar “kembali ke pangkal jalan”
sering kedengaran oleh para aktivis
pencinta alam. Tidak kurang juga dari
pakar dan profesional dalam bidang
yang berkaitan. Peruntukan undang-
undang juga tidak kurang sifatnya
dalam usaha mengawal aktiviti yang
merosakkan alam. Resolusi 70/1
Perhimpunan Agung Pertubuhan
Bangsa-Bangsa Bersatu (PBB) melalui
agenda 2030 telah mengemukakan
Matlamat Pembangunan Lestari
(Sustainable Development Goals, SDGs)
terdiri daripada 17 matlamat bertujuan
membawa pembangunan yang mampan
sememangnya melengkapkan lagi usaha
yang murni ini di peringkat
antarabangsa. Manakala di Malaysia
sendiri, Kementerian Alam Sekitar dan
Air melalui Jabatan Alam Sekitar juga
memainkan peranan penting dalam
usaha mencegah, menghapus,
mengawal pencemaran dan
memperbaiki alam sekeliling selaras
dengan maksud Akta Kualiti Alam
Sekeliling 1974 dan peraturan-peraturan
yang terdapat di bawahnya. Tidak kalah
juga usaha yang dimainkan oleh- 
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institusi pengajian tinggi dalam
mengemaskini program terkini
berkaitan teknologi alam sekitar bagi
melahirkan ramai lagi pakar yang
mampu melakukan inovasi dan
pengembangan teknologi yang mesra
alam. Bukankah itu sudah mencukupi?

Ironinya, kerosakan alam masih lagi
terjadi. Kebanyakan manusia masih
tidak berminat untuk belajar dari
kesilapan. Sikap tidak ambil peduli
terhadap alam sekitar ini akan terus
berakar umbi dalam diri selagi mana
mereka meletakkan kepentingan
material sebagai keutamaan dalam
hidup.

Keadaan ini sebenarnya boleh diubah.
Manusia dibekalkan oleh tuhan dengan
akal yang amat bernilai. Sebab itulah,
pembinaan pemikiran yang benar dilihat
penting kerana ia amat mempengaruhi
tindakan seseorang. Kita akan melihat
betapa berbezanya tindakan seseorang
itu ketika membuat pilihan hidupnya.
Sebagai contoh, seseorang yang terdidik
sejak kecil tentang pentingnya
kemewahan material dalam-

menentukan kejayaan hidup akan
memandang bahawa wang, harta,
pangkat, pengaruh dan seumpamanya
adalah keutamaan. Individu seperti ini
akan bermati-matian untuk mencapai
apa sahaja yang mereka hajatkan.
Berbeza halnya dengan seseorang yang
telah terdidik sejak kecil tentang hak
dan tanggungjawab memakmurkan
bumi, mereka ini akan meletakkan
keutamaan pada sudut pandang yang
berbeza. Kepentingan diri dan kekayaan
material bukan lagi menjadi keutamaan,
sebaliknya dengan ketegasan, mereka
akan mempertahankan prinsip demi
kemakmuran bersama.

Sebab itulah untuk memastikan
kelestarian alam ini, perkara asas yang
perlu diperhalusi oleh seseorang
manusia itu adalah perubahan taraf
berfikir. Tindakan seseorang terhadap
sesuatu perkara itu refleksi daripada apa
yang difikirkannya. Sehebat manapun
perancangan yang disusun, sebanyak
manapun peruntukan yang
dibelanjakan, tanpa pemikiran dan
kesedaran yang benar, ia adalah sesuatu
yang sia-sia umpama tangan kanan
membina, tangan kiri sendiri yang
meruntuhkan. Justeru penulis berpesan
kepada warga bumi sekalian agar
ubahlah cara berfikir kalian. Lakukan
perubahan bermula hari ini. Mulakan
yang sedikit asalkan berterusan. Tidak
perlu menunggu pihak yang lain.

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Did you know death caused by drowning among children is the highest in the
world? Did you know drowning incidents often occur during school holidays?
And did you know which hotspot area of drowning in Malaysia? Based on these
questions, we should know the facts of the drowning incident and the
preventive measures that need to be taken by every parent so that this
drowning incident will not happen to our children. The World Health
Organization (WHO, 2021) identified that drowning is among the ten leading
causes of death among children and young people (1- 24 years old) in every
world region. These incidents are estimated to claim the lives of 236,000 people
each year. The Perak Clinical Research Centre study showed that about 500
people, mostly youth, drowned in Malaysia annually, making drowning the
second cause of death among those between 1 and 18 years old (Singh et al.,
2014). Moreover, a total of 31 children were found drowned in swimming pools
and theme parks, with the highest number recorded in Selangor, Kedah, and
Pahang, and about 75 percent of the children were under five years old (Audrey,
2017).

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According to statistics released by Jabatan Bomba dan Penyelamat Malaysia
(JPBM) (2018), the percentage of deaths due to drowning is four times higher than
fire incidents, with an average of 700 cases per year (Syalikha, 2018). Mostly
occurring in the same location but involving different victims, and statistics show
45 percent of victims are children under the age of 18 (Md Amin, 2018; Farizan et
al., 2019). In Malaysia, drowning incidents often occur while swimming at the
beach or swimming pool, especially during school holidays. Currently, there are
no formal regulations or acts applicable to drowning prevention that have been
identified, such as requiring lifeguards to be present in all public pools, pool
fencing, and wearing floatation devices for children when engaging in water
activities (Farizan et al., 2019). As a result, similar incidents and accidents
continue to happen repeatedly.

The statistics from JPBM also identified 19 hotspot locations based on drowning
incidents between 2016 and 2018 (Nur Saliawati, 2019). There were 182 drowning
incidents in rivers, 58 cases at the beaches, 39 cases at lakes, and 27 cases at the
waterfall. The total of recreational district death incidents was 941 cases from
2016 until 2018. Among the locations identified as being at high risk of drowning
are Port Dickson Beach in Negeri Sembilan, Puteri Beach in Melaka, Sekayu
Waterfall in Terengganu, and Sungai Pertak in Selangor (Nur Saliawati, 2019).

The factors that can cause drowning include unrestricted access to the beach,
lack of knowledge and understanding of water conditions, ignorance, neglect or
misdiagnosis of water hazards, lack of continuous visual supervision, and lack of
awareness and education on water safety and the ability to save lives. 
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Based on the facts above, drowning among children in Malaysia has frustrated the
government and society since teenagers and youths are the community's future
leaders. Therefore, this alarming problem warrants immediate attention, and
intervention of drowning prevention is needed. There are several studies that
show drowning deaths can be avoided if adequate safety precautions are taken,
for example, parental supervision; swimming lessons; and learning
cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) can significantly improve the knowledge
and confidence among parents (Farizan et al., 2019). Meanwhile, the authorities
such as Majlis Keselamatan Aktiviti Air Negara (MKAA), Jabatan Bomba dan
Penyelamat Malaysia (JPBM), Kementerian Pelajaran Malaysia (KPM) and
Kementerian Perumahan dan Kerajaan Tempatan (KPKT) also need to play an
important role in preventing drowning incidents among the Malaysian
community by regularly holding prevention campaigns to increase public
awareness of water safety. In this regard, let us together play a role in reducing
the incidence of deaths due to drowning in Malaysia. The close cooperation of all
communities and government bodies will develop safe, systematic, and fun water
activities. Therefore, we will achieve zero incidents of drownings in Malaysia.
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Collaborative teaching can be defined as “two or more people sharing
responsibility for educating some or all of the students in a classroom” (Villa,
Thousand & Nevin, 2008, p. 5). APB UiTM Negeri Sembilan Kuala Pilah branch did
an international webinar with Jane Mendita from Toronto, Canada last 19 April 2021
at 10am-12pm via Webex and Facebook live.

Selain itu, terdapat juga
masalah dari segi peralatan teknologi seperti kemudahan komputer dan
sambungan Internet. Justeru itu, perbincangan di antara guru besar sekolah,
Cikgu Azman Ambia dan ketua projek, Puan Suzana Baharudin telah diadakan
bagi menentukan keperluan perisian di kalangan guru-guru. Hasil perbincangan
tersebut, beberapa perisian aplikasi yang perlu telah dikenalpasti bagi tujuan
PdPR dan modul akan dihasilkan berdasarkan keperluan tersebut bagi memberi
panduan kepada guru-guru.

Salah satu perisian aplikasi yang amat penting untuk para guru di dalam PdPR
adalah perisian menghasilkan video.

Video juga merupakan satu kaedah
pengajaran yang dilihat sangat efektif dalam menyampaikan maklumat kepada
pelajar. Kelebihan ini turut disenaraikan di dalam laman web CrowdWisdom.
Pembelajaran berasaskan video menjadikan kaedah PdPR lebih menarik dan
mendorong kepada penglibatan pelajar sepanjang proses PdPR berlangsung. Ia
dapat mengurangkan bebanan kepada pelajar kerana mereka bebas memilih
masa dan tempat untuk mengikuti serta mengulangkaji mata pelajaran.
Kandungan video juga boleh diulang-ulang bagi membolehkan pelajar
memahami dengan lebih jelas. Kaedah video juga didapati menjadikan proses
PdPR lebih santai dan mesra pelajar, sekaligus menjadikan pelajar lebih berdikari
seperti yang dijelaskan oleh J.Catindig (2020) dalam penyelidikan beliau.

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Last week, I was very excited to wait for
the bloom of my flowers at midnight.
The flowers are known as bakawali. I
have one pot of bakawali plants on my
porch. It has flattened green stems or
leaves. Its white flowers sprout from
the stems several times a year. The
flowers smell sweet like vanilla. When
the flowers bloom, I could see some
small black ants on the petals. I got
more excited last week because there
were more flowers than before.

Bakawali actually belongs to the cactus
family. Thus, it is easy to take care of. It
does not need fertilizers and frequent
watering. If you forget to water it, it will
not die, but the colour of the stems
turn into red. When the plant gets
sufficient water, the stems turn into
green again. You do not have to worry if
you forget to water it for weeks, it still
can survive because it is a cactus! If
you want to plant it, just cut the stem
since it does not produce fruits. Put it
in a pot and water it until it grows
bigger.

I think the uniqueness of this plant is
that the flowers only bloom at
midnight. The bloom lasts for several
hours only. There are actually many
types of bakawali plants. Mine has
white flowers.

the size of my palm. It bloomed last
month. I waited until 12 a.m. just to
capture the pictures and smell the
sweet vanilla scent! Is it cool to have
this plant?

Bakawali flowers are not only beautiful
but also useful. My late mother told me
that bakawali flowers are used for
treating sick eyes and as skincare. I still
remember when I was small, in the
1970s, she also planted bakawali for the-
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flowers. Actually, we lived in a remote
village. Thus, it was very difficult for us
to get modern treatments at a hospital
which was located far from town. To
reach the town, the villagers had to
cross the Dungun River by a traditional
boat called “sampan”. The boat used a
piece of cloth as the sail which was
made from the wheat gunny sacks
sewed by hand. Hence, it was difficult
to go to the hospital. The villagers-

including my mother prepared eye
drops by using bakawali flowers to
treat sick eyes. It worked well and
soothed our sick eyes. Another use of
the flower, according to my mother,
was to prepare youth restoring water;
something like rose water. The water
was applied onto the face as skincare in
-

order to beautify the skin. It was
believed that the bakawali water could
restore the skin's youth. Frankly, I have
never tried this so far!

Another thing that my late mother told
me about this flower is a myth, I
believe. She said that the plant was
guarded by a good genie. The genie
princess would come when the flowers
bloom. This sounds a bit scary! Now,
would you dare to plant bakawali at
your house compound?

As for me, I will keep the plants on my
porch. I love the flowers and its scent.
After all, it is easy and not costly to
grow the plant.
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The onset of the Covid19 pandemic has put everyone on a learning curve, be it in
the education field, business sector, or even domestic life.

by Ramalho. et al., (2021) are overeating
during lockdown.

The above situation warrants for
effective weight loss strategies
increasingly fervent, as overeating has
been strongly associated with weight
gain. Exercise may seem like a perfect
answer; however, outdoor activity
restriction imposed by the lockdown
makes incorporating exercise as a
solution slightly defective. 
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Diet can be a simpler way to navigate
into this predicament. As simple as it
may sound, to persevere a long
successful diet, strategies can always
be defeated by self-sabotaging, as being
housebound creates a frequent
boredom which can be easily filled by
eating.

As such, we cheat. Cheating within a
diet plan allows us to hit the pause
button and gives us the permission to
temporarily break our scheduled diet
strategy. 

 When we talk about cheating strategy,
typically you can employ either cheat
meal or cheat day. What are the
differences between the two? Cheat-

meal is referring to a single meal that
deviates from your original planned
diet pattern, while cheat day calls out
for free food choices for an entire day.

The theory behind diet cheating
strategy is, by allowing yourself to
indulge in foods that are not allowed in
your diet act as a motivator for you to
stick to your planned diet. A study
published under International Journal
of Obesity, investigated upon body’s
‘famine reaction’ to continue dieting
and its impact on weight loss in men
with obesity reported that the
participants were recruited into two
groups of 16 weeks diet which cut
calorie intake by one third. One group
maintained the diet continuously for 16
weeks while another group maintained
the diet for two weeks and broke from
the diet for two weeks. This study
reported that those in the intermittent
diet group gained little weight despite
losing more weight when the trial
finished. The above study corroborates
the phrase saying work and no play
makes Jack a dull boy. So, don’t be like
Jack, strategize wisely, choose to be a
cheater and be a dieter who cheats.

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The clock was ticking, and we were in a state of adrenaline rush, like waiting
for a race to begin. Suddenly, we received another call that night, and
unfortunately, the result came back positive. My husband and sister-in-law
went to the hospital, drove home with heavy faces and looked so sad and tired.
I cannot remember what time we went to bed that day because we have so
much in our minds. After all, we must plan. There were13 adults in the house,
including pregnant moms and 12 kids, so we were worried and did not know
what to do. Since it was already midnight, we decided to call Pusat Kesihatan
Daerah (PKD) the next morning to get an update on the case and everyone
started to self-quarantine. While everyone had already returned to their
homes, we decided to take the covid-19 test to ensure we were free from this
monster. The results of the test were negative for all of us, but not for Mak. So,
the next day, she was rushed to Sg Buloh Hospital. 

Not knowing what to do about the PKD, we decided to quarantine ourselves at
home for ten days. While Ayah was monitored in the hospital, we got another
worrying situation when the oxygen level had dropped, and Ayah was taken to
the ICU. The nurse there kept us updated on Ayah's condition every day. We
found her to be very helpful and kind, as she seemed to understand how
family members feel when they have a loved one fighting for his/herlife. The
most unforgettable situation was the day the doctor himself called us, the
family members, to decide whether to intubate or remove the tube as the
chances were fifty-fifty. What did you expect to happen? Of course, we
decided to have him treated and just pray for a miracle that he would survive
and get better. 

During this time, either the doctor or Along called every day to update us on
Ayah's condition. We also had video calls with Ayah even when he was
unconscious, as the nurse wanted the family members to at least see or
support him as there could be no other time. At this point, anything could
happen.-
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Yes, we know there are many survivors of Covid19 but if you were in this
situation, how would you feel? Everyone has their own story. What happened
to Ayah, all the things we faced and feared made us a better person. We also
promised and planned to change to be more sensitive in family matters. How
is Ayah doing? Survived after being treated in ICU for 28 days, discharged and
returned home. Mak was also discharged after 10 days in hospital. Our daily
routine has completely changed. We get paranoid about cleanliness and
safety. We have purchased medical devices needed to monitor our health at
home such as oximeters and nano sanitizer machines. Many thanks to
Shoppee and E-Hailing which are very helpful in making sure we get the
things we need without having to go out.

From what happened to the in-laws, I observe that their health is not as good
as it used to be.

Not only that, the medications you take will
affect you. Mak, for instance, suffers from insomnia. For Ayah, he is truly a
fighter. He has already completed his post-hospital treatment and recovered
well for a 75-year-old man.

We
take it as a test from Allah to show us His love. New norm has begun. We are
now living with the virus; so please take good care of yourself and stay safe.

The following is an overview of basic
calorie information.

1. Calories are a measure of how much
energy food or drink contains.

2. In general, females should consume
2000 Calories per day and men should
consume 2500 Calories per day. (Age,
size & physical activity can affect calorie
requirement)

3. More calories in than out (positive
energy balance) lead to weight gain, less
calories in than expenditure (negative
energy balance) lead to lose weight,
calorie in and out the same lead to
maintain body weight.

Knowing how many calories are required per day is necessary in selecting foods
that fit the needs of the body. Maintaining a healthy weight requires knowledge of
suggested daily calorie intake [5]. Therefore, it is important to know what we eat
and its caloric content to practice healthy eating habits.

The “calories in versus calories out” model is based on the idea that the number of
calories you eat must match the number you expend in order to maintain a stable
weight. Combining dietary adjustments (calorie in) with increased physical activity
(calorie out) is the best method to reduce body weight [5]. Knowledge of calorie
input will facilitate the target of calorie output planning. Different exercise
modalities used different caloric expenditure over the same time period [6].
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In conclusion, nutritional understanding, especially calorie-related knowledge,

can influence food intake selection and active lifestyle behaviour. Healthy eating

and an active lifestyle improve quality of life.

Antara sebab mengapa pelajar terjebak
di dalam kegiatan plagiat adalah masa
yang tidak mencukupi untuk membuat-

tugasan yang diberikan, kurang
persediaan dalam menyiapkan tugasan,
dan sikap pelajar sendiri di mana pelajar
tersebut sudah terbiasa dengan budaya
meniru.

Jika ditinjau di
laman sosial Facebook, terdapat lebih
lima pautan yang menyediakan
perkhidmatan tersebut.

Malah terdapat pelajar IPT yang tidak
segan silu memberi komen positif atas
perkhidmatan yang diberikan.

Educators also have long understood that the interactive dynamic of games has
potentially benefit teaching and learning. In these recent years, people at large
have witnessed considerable activity surrounding the use of game mechanics in
higher education. According to Alonso-Fernandez et al. (2020), educational games
could greatly improve students’ engagement as well as sustain their motivation in
learning. Hence, incorporating games in teaching and learning is highly effective
because it could help to provide greater learning experience to students and at the
same time may help to achieve the designated learning outcomes. Thus, students
and lecturers are compelled to adapt the learning method and recognise that it is
the most effective way to sustain education during the Covid-19 pandemic.
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One alternative is to use Gamilab to break up the monotonous and repetitive
pattern of the online classroom. The good news about Gamilab is that instructors
can use it for free. Suppose educators' primary concern about making games is
related to codes. In that case, they need not worry, as Gamilab does not require any
coding abilities, and the process of creating games is straightforward. Creators can
use one of three modes to build quizzes or online games: 'Explore', 'Game Race', or
'King of the Mountain'. Each mode is pre-loaded with ready-made backdrop and
theme options for creators to choose.

Additionally, Gamilab is a platform that promotes not only entertaining but also
educational games. The aspects of the games, such as high scores, stars, and
avatars, will assist players in learning while also encouraging them to participate
in the process. Additionally, the aspects can help connect the players to the
classroom lessons. Meanwhile, educators can use time-based activities to inspire
learners to concentrate, compete, and have fun at the same time.

Furthermore, Gamilab gives creators the ability to apply numerous forms of
content. There are about 40 content types available. In addition, educators can
experiment with content kinds other than multiple choice and fill in the blanks.
For instance, if educators wish to teach students proper pronunciation, the 'Speak
the Words' content type is appropriate. In addition, creators can consider the
games related to the purpose of setting or hosting.

moderate-intensity activities such as
walking and hiking.

According to Norlena and Mohd Taib
(2013), average hours spent by youth in
Malaysia performing PA are 10 hours
per week, and their common activities
are jogging, skateboarding, bicycling,
and walking. Unfortunately, structured
PA such as exercise and sport activities
currently need to be held especially
those using facilities (Gymnasium,
Recreational Park) due to pandemics.
As for an alternative, it is
recommended to keep exercising at-
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home using a cycle ergometer,
treadmill, or rowing machine.
However, some students may have
difficulties due to financial, social,
environment and equipment
constraints. To address these issues,
students can alter their PA according to
The State of Queensland (Department
of Health), guidelines (2021), which
include 69 activities that can be
performed without use of any
equipment.

It is important to ensure the students
are living healthy lives because they
are leaders of the future. Constructing
a nation requires someone who is
capable of knowledge, personality,
humanity, physicality, and many other
qualities. As it starts from the root,
university students are quality
prospects that have valuable potential
to focus on. According to the US
Department of Health and Human
Services (USDHHS) (2018), PA would
improve brain health and maturation,
particularly for children and
adolescents, as well as academic
achievement and general quality of life. 

There is no doubt that Covid-19
pandemic poses a unique problem
when it comes to physical activity,
exercise, and sports but that should not
be an excuse for not staying active.
Hence, PA offers numerous benefits
regardless of age and it can contribute
to individual health mentally,
physically and overall well being.
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It is of no doubt that our country’s COVID-19 vaccination exercise has, since July
2021, been extraordinary and commendable. To date, close to 40 million doses of
COVID-19 vaccines have been administered with more than 17 million people
having already received 2 doses. The population of Klang Valley, in particular,
has currently received the highest number of doses in tandem with the primary
goal of Operation Surge.

In about a month from now, many areas in Kelantan, Terengganu, Pahang and
Johor are expected to be hit by floods, and potentially thousands of victims
would be placed at the designated evacuation centers throughout the entire
course of the monsoon season. As these evacuation centers typically place many
evacuees in the same space at the same time and many evacuees would not be
able to strictly observe the SOPs all the time, the risk of COVID-19 transmission
is therefore higher at these centers. On top of that, the newly discovered fact
that COVID-19 is also airborne will definitely amplify the said risk.
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It must also be stressed that the per capita hospital beds (ICU included), medical
specialists, ventilators, and oxygenators are lower in these states in contrast to
Klang Valley. Any delays in the vaccination exercise will consequently risk
overwhelming the hospitals there and create another healthcare crisis as the
one we saw in Klang Valley not long ago.

Hence, it is important to get at least 80% of the adult populations in these states
receive their second dose by mid-October, for it takes 2 to 3 weeks after the
second dose to attain the desired level of immunity. Alternatively, we can also
use single-dose vaccines like CanSino and Johnson & Johnson to make the
exercise more efficient. Also, the officials in these states can learn from and
replicate the efforts taken by the Sarawak government in their vaccination
campaign.

We certainly have no time to be wasted. While the pace in Terengganu looks
good so far, Kelantan and Pahang still have a lot to catch up. Let us hope that
everything goes well and no unforeseen obstacle gets in our way.

Antaranya, mengelakkan perlakuan
kurang sopan dan penggunaan kata-
kata kesat ketika berkomunikasi di
alam siber. Merujuk kepada prinsip
kesopanan dan kesusilaan dalam
tonggak Rukun Negara, ia adalah
berkaitan dengan praktikaliti
hubungan dalam kalangan rakyat
Malaysia. Nilai ini adalah inti sari-
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komunikasi yang seharusnya
diamalkan dalam perhubungan
manusia, dan dikaitkan dengan tahap
peribadi individu (Lim, 2003).
Disebabkan oleh pelbagai perubahan
persekitaran, sifat keterbukaan dalam
ruang siber menyebabkan sifat
kesopanan dan kesusilaan yang
merujuk kepada budi telah terhakis
sedikit demi sedikit (Romlah, 2016).

Di samping itu, amalan berkongsi
maklumat melalui platform media
sosial adalah perkara biasa yang
dilakukan oleh kebanyakan ahli
masyarakat. Lazimnya, perkongsian
sesuatu maklumat dibuat adalah
kerana merasakan maklumat yang
dikongsi adalah penting dan dapat
memberi manfaat kepada orang lain.
Walau bagaimanapun, permasalahan
serius boleh berlaku oleh kerana sikap
kurang bertanggungjawab sesetengah
pengguna media sosial yang
menggunakan platform tersebut bagi
tujuan menghina, membuli serta
mencerca seseorang.

Jika terdahulu, identiti individu yang
menghina, mencemuh dan
mempersendakan individu lain mudah
dikenali kerana fizikalnya kelihatan,
tindakannya jelas, perkataannya
didengari secara langsung dan tingkah
laku dilakukan secara bersemuka.
Tetapi kini, cercaan, hinaan dan buli
berlaku tanpa diketahui siapa
pelakunya, hanya dikesan sebagai
identiti penulis tanpa nama, muka dan
suara. 

Selain itu, amalan berkongsi
maklumat palsu atau tidak sahih juga
boleh membawa kepada permasalahan
lebih besar sekiranya terdapat pihak-
pihak tertentu yang mengambil
kesempatan untuk menambah
“perisa” kepada cerita yang tidak
dapat dipastikan kebenaran, ketepatan
atau kesahihannya terlebih dahulu.
Tanpa disedari, penulis mungkin telah
membuka aib seseorang di mana
perbuatan ini adalah sangat tidak
wajar dan beretika untuk dilakukan.
Perbuatan “kongsi maklumat” ini
boleh membawa padah apabila perkara
yang dikongsi tidak memberikan
manfaat, sebaliknya membawa
mudarat.

Sekiranya seseorang membuat
hantaran (posting) di platform media
sosial tentang perkara yang tidak
sahih, individu tersebut akan
digambarkan sebagai seorang yang
suka bergosip dan suka menjaja hal
orang lain. Secara tidak langsung,
keperibadian sebenar seseorang
penulis itu telah ditunjukkan tanpa
disedari. 
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Hasil perlakuan buruk yang sebegini, terdapat individu yang berhadapan
kritikan dan hentaman yang boleh meruntuhkan semangat diri. Lebih malang,
hal ini juga dapat memberi gangguan psikologi dan emosi yang akhirnya
membawa kepada tindakan tidak rasional oleh seseorang. Maka, semua
pengguna media sosial hendaklah menjaga adab-adab ketika menggunakan
laman media sosial bagi mengelakkan perkara sedemikian berlaku kepada diri
sendiri, keluarga mahupun rakan-rakan.
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
